Definitions and Abbreviations 

The following definitions and abbreviations, which have been used in these documents shall have the meanings as indicated below: 
Definitions: 

a) “Purchaser” means Inter-University Centre for Astronomy and Astrophysics (IUCAA), Post Bag 4, Ganeshkhind, Pune 411 007. 

b) “Tender” means quotation / bid received from a firm / supplier. 

c) “Supplier” means the individual or the firm supplying the goods and services.  
d) “Goods” means the articles, material, commodities, livestock, furniture, fixtures, raw material, spares, instruments, machinery, equipment, industrial plant etc. that the supplier is required to supply to the purchaser under the contract. 
e) “Services” means services allied and incidental to the supply of goods, such as transportation, installation, commissioning, provision of technical assistance, training, after sales service, maintenance service and other such obligations of the supplier covered under the contract. 
f) “Earnest Money Deposit” (EMD) means monetary guarantee to be furnished by a tenderer along with its tender. 
g) “Contract” means the written agreement entered into between the purchaser and the supplier together with all the documents mentioned therein and including all attachments, annexures etc. therein.  

h) “Performance Security” means monetary guarantee to be furnished by the successful tenderer for due performance of the contract placed on it. Performance Security is also known as Security Deposit. 

i) “Consignee” means the person to whom the goods are required to be delivered as specified in the Contract. If the goods are required to be delivered to a person as an interim consignee for the purpose of despatch to another person as provided in the Contract then that “another” person is the consignee, also known as ultimate consignee. 

“Specification” means the document/standard that describes the requirement with 
which product or service has to conform. 
j) “Inspection” means activities such as measuring, examining, testing, gauging one or more characteristics of the product or service and comparing the same with the specified requirement to determine conformity.

1. Introduction 

1.1 The Purchaser has issued these tender enquiry documents for purchase of  goods and related services as mentioned in Section-V - “Technical specifications”, which also indicates, interalia, the required delivery schedule and terms & place (i.e. destination) of delivery. 

1.2 This section (Section III - “General Instruction to Tenderers”) provides the relevant information as well as instructions to assist the prospective tenderers in preparation and submission of tenders. It also includes the mode and procedure to be adopted by the purchaser for receipt and opening as well as scrutiny and evaluation of tenders and subsequent placement of contract. 

1.3 Before formulating the tender and submitting the same to the purchaser, the tenderer should read and examine all the terms, conditions, instructions etc. contained in the tender documents. Failure to provide and/or comply with the required information, instructions etc. incorporated in these tender documents may result in rejection of its tender. 

2. Language of Tender : The tender submitted by the tenderer and all subsequent correspondence and documents relating to the tender exchanged between the tenderer and the purchaser, shall be written in the English language, unless otherwise specified in the Tender Enquiry. However, the language of any printed literature furnished by the tenderer in connection with its tender may be written in any other language provided the same is accompanied by an English translation and, for purposes of interpretation of the tender, the English translation shall prevail. 

3. Eligible Tenderers : This invitation for tenders is open to all suppliers who fulfill the eligibility criteria specified in these documents. 

4. Eligible Goods and Services : All goods and related services to be supplied under the contract shall have their origin in India or other countries, subject to any restriction imposed in this regard in Section III (GIT). The term “origin” used in this clause means the place where the goods are mined, grown, produced, or manufactured or from where the related services are arranged and supplied.
5. Tendering Expenses : The tenderer shall bear all costs and expenditure incurred and/or to be incurred by it in connection with its tender including preparation, mailing and submission of its tender and for subsequent processing the same. The purchaser will, in no case be responsible or liable for any such cost, expenditure etc regardless of the conduct or outcome of the tendering process. 
6. 
Content of Tender Enquiry Documents 
The relevant details of the required goods and services, the terms, conditions and procedure for tendering, tender evaluation, placement of contract, the applicable contract terms and, also, the standard formats to be used for this purpose are incorporated in the above-mentioned   documents. The interested tenderers are expected to examine all such  details etc to proceed further. 

7. Amendments to Tender Enquiry Documents 
7.1 At any time prior to the deadline for submission of tenders, the purchaser may, for any reason deemed fit by it, modify the tender enquiry documents by issuing suitable amendment(s) to it.
7.2 Such an amendment will be notified in writing by e-mail, to all prospective tenderers, which have received the tender enquiry documents and will be binding on them. 

7.3 In order to provide reasonable time to the prospective tenderers to take necessary action in preparing their tenders as per the amendment, the purchaser may, at its discretion extend the deadline for the submission of tenders and other allied time frames, which are linked with that deadline. 
8. Clarification of Tender Enquiry Documents 


A tenderer requiring any clarification or elucidation on any issue of the tender enquiry 
documents may take up the same with the purchaser in writing  by e-mail. The purchaser will respond in writing to such request provided the purchaser receives the same not later than ten days  prior to the prescribed date of submission of tender. 
9.   PREPARATION OF TENDERS
Documents Comprising the Tender
9.1  The tender to be submitted by tenderer shall contain the following documents, duly filled in, as required: 
a) Tender Form & Price Schedule in accordance with GIT Clause.
b) Documentary evidence, as necessary in terms of GIT clauses, establishing that the tenderer is eligible to submit the tender and, also, qualified to perform the contract if its tender is accepted. 
c) Documents and relevant details to establish in accordance with GIT Clause that, the goods and the allied services to be supplied by the tenderer conform to the requirement of the tender documents. 
d) Earnest money furnished in accordance with GIT clause.

NB: The tenderers may also enclose in their tenders, technical literature and other 


documents as and if considered necessary by them. 
9.2 The authorized signatory of the tenderer must sign the tender at appropriate places and initial the remaining pages of the tender. 
9.3 A tender, which does not fulfill any of the above requirements and/or gives evasive information/reply against any such requirement, shall be liable to be ignored and rejected. 
9.4 Tender sent by fax/email/courier/post shall be ignored. 
10.    Tender currencies 
10.1  Unless otherwise specified, the tenderer shall quote only in Indian Rupees or universal accepted currency.
10.2  Where the tender condition specifies acceptance of quotations in different currencies, then, for domestic goods, prices shall be quoted in Indian rupees only and for imported goods, prices shall be quoted either in Indian rupees or in the currency of the country of origin of goods or universally accepted currency mentioning, interalia, the exchange rate adopted for converting foreign currency into Indian Rupees. As regards price(s) for allied services, if any required with the goods, the same shall be quoted in Indian Rupees if such services are to be performed / undertaken in India. Commission for Indian Agent, if any and if payable shall be indicated in the space provided for in the price schedule and quoted in Indian Rupees only.   

11.   Tender Prices 

11.1 The Tenderer shall indicate on the Price Schedule provided,  the prices of  all the specified components  shown therein including the unit prices and total tender prices of the goods and services it proposes to supply against the requirement. All the columns shown in the Financial bid should be filled up as required. If any column does not apply to a tenderer, the tenderer should clarify it accordingly. 
11.2 The tenderers have to quote for the schedule mentioned in the List of 
requirements.   

11.3 The quoted prices for goods offered from within India and that for  goods 
offered 
from abroad are to be indicated separately in the applicable Price Schedules. 

11.4 While filling up the columns of the price schedule, the following aspects should 
be noted for compliance: 

A)  For goods offered from within India, the prices in the corresponding price 
  
      schedule   shall be entered separately in the following manner: 
· the price of the goods, quoted ex-factory, ex-showroom, ex-warehouse or 
off-the-shelf, as applicable, including all taxes and duties like sales tax, VAT, 
custom duty, excise duty etc. already paid or payable on the components and raw material used in the manufacture or assembly of the goods quoted ex-factory etc. or on the previously imported goods of foreign origin quoted 
ex-showroom etc. 
· any sales or other taxes and any duties including excise duty, which will be payable on the goods in India if the contract is awarded. 

· charges towards inland transportation, insurance and other local costs incidental to delivery of the goods to their final destination as specified in the List of Requirements and the price of incidental services, as and if mentioned in List of  Requirements. 


B)        For goods offered from abroad, the price of goods quoted should be on Ex 



Works / FOB port of shipment, as indicated in the List of Requirements. 
12. Additional information and instruction on Duties and Taxes: 

If the Tenderer desires to ask for excise duty, sales tax, customs duty etc . to be paid extra, 
the same must be specifically stated. In the absence of any such stipulation the price will 
be taken inclusive of such duties and taxes and no claim for the same will be entertained 
later.
12.1 Excise Duty: 

a) If reimbursement of excise duty is intended as extra over the quoted prices, the supplier must specifically say so also indicating the rate, quantum and nature of the duty applicable. IUCAA will  provide excise duty exemption certificate if required.
b) If a Tenderer chooses to quote a price inclusive of excise duty and also desires to be reimbursed for variation, if any, in the excise duty during the time of supply, the tenderer must clearly mention the same and also indicate the rate and quantum of excise duty included in its price. Failure to indicate all such details in clear terms may result in rejection of that tender. 

c) Subject to sub clauses 12.1(a) & (b) above, any change in excise duty upward/downward as a result of any statutory variation in excise duty taking place within contract terms, shall be allowed to the extent of actual quantum of excise duty paid by the supplier. In case of downward revision in excise duty, the supplier shall reimburse the actual quantum of reduction of excise duty to the purchaser. All such adjustments shall include all reliefs, exemptions, rebates, concession etc. if any obtained by the supplier. 
12.2 Sales Tax: 

If a tenderer asks for sales tax to be paid extra, the rate and nature of sales tax applicable should be shown separately. The sales tax will be paid as per the rate at which it is liable to be assessed or has actually been assessed provided the transaction of sale is legally liable to sales tax and is payable as per the terms of the contract.
12.3 Octroi Duty / Local Body Tax : 


Normally, goods to be supplied to government departments against government contracts are exempted from levy of town duty, octroi duty, terminal tax and other levies of local bodies. However, on some occasions, the local bodies (like town body, municipal body etc.) as per their regulations, allow such exemptions only on production of certificate to this effect from the concerned government department. Keeping this in view, the supplier shall ensure that the stores to be supplied by the supplier against the contract placed by the purchaser are exempted from levy of any such duty or tax and, wherever necessary, obtain the exemption certificate from the purchaser. 


However, if a local body still insists upon payment of such local duties and taxes, the same should be paid by the supplier to the local body to avoid delay in supplies and possible demurrage charges and obtain a receipt for the same. The supplier should forward the receipt obtained for such payment to the purchaser to enable the purchaser reimburse the supplier and take other necessary action in the matter. 
12.4 Customs Duty: 

In respect of imported stores offered from abroad, the tenderer shall specify the rate as well as the total amount of customs duty payable. The tenderer shall also indicate the corresponding Indian Customs Tariff Number applicable for the goods in question. IUCAA will provide customs duty exemption certificate if required.
12.5 Unless otherwise specifically indicated in this tender enquiry document the terms Ex Works/FOB etc. for imported goods offered from abroad, shall be governed by the rules & regulations prescribed in the current edition of INCOTERMS, published by the International  Chamber of Commerce, Paris.
12.6 The need for indication of all such price components by the  tenderers,   as required in this clause (viz.,GIT Clause) is for the purpose of  comparison of the tenders by the purchaser and will no way restrict the purchaser’s right to award the contract on the selected tenderer on any of the terms offered.
13.   Firm Price : The prices remain valid and firm till the date of delivery.
14.  Documents Establishing Tenderer’s Eligibility and Qualifications 

Pursuant to GIT Clause, the tenderer shall furnish, as part of its tender, relevant details and documents establishing its eligibility to quote and its qualifications to perform the contract if it’s tender is accepted. The documentary evidence needed to establish the tenderer’s qualifications shall require financial, technical and production capability necessary to perform the contract and  it should meet the qualification criteria. 
15. Documents establishing Good’s Conformity to Tender Enquiry  document.
15.1 The tenderer shall provide in its tender the required as well as the relevant documents like technical data, literature, drawings etc. to establish that the goods and services offered in the tender, fully conform to the goods and services specified by the purchaser in the tender enquiry documents. For this purpose, the tenderer shall also provide a clause-by-clause commentary on the technical specifications and other technical details incorporated by the purchaser in the tender documents to establish technical responsiveness of the goods and services offered in its tender. In case, there is any variation and/or deviation between the goods & services prescribed by the purchaser and that offered by the tenderer, the tenderer shall list out the same in a chart form without ambiguity and provide the same along with its tender. 
15.2 If a tenderer furnishes wrong and/or misguiding data, statement(s) etc.  about technical acceptability of the goods and services offered by it, its tender will be liable to be ignored and rejected in addition to other remedies available to the purchaser in this regard.

 16.      Earnest Money Deposit (EMD)

16.1 The tenderer shall furnish along with its tender, earnest money for amount as 
shown in the List of Requirements. The earnest money is required to protect the 
purchaser against the risk of the tenderer’s unwarranted conduct as amplified 
under Sub-clause 16.6 below.  

16.2 The earnest money shall be denominated in Indian Rupees. 
16.3 The earnest money shall be furnished in one of the following forms: i) Account Payee Demand Draft  or ii) Banker’s cheque.
16.4 The demand draft or banker’s cheque shall be drawn only on any Nationalised bank in India, in favour of the Inter-University Centre for Astronomy and Astrophysics (IUCAA) for Rs. 13,00,000/- (Thirteen Lakhs Only).
16.5 The earnest money shall be valid for a period of forty five days beyond the 
validity period of the tender. 
16.6 Unsuccessful tenderers’ earnest money will be returned to them without any interest, after expiry of the tender validity period, but not later than thirty days after conclusion of  the  resultant  contract.  Successful  tenderer’s earnest money will be returned without any interest, after receipt of performance security in the form of Bank guarantee from that tenderer. 

16.7 Earnest money of a tenderer will be forfeited, if the tenderer withdraws or amends its tender or impairs or derogates from the tender in any respect within the period of validity of its tender. The successful tenderer’s earnest money will be forfeited if it fails to furnish the required performance security in the form bank guarantee within the specified period.
 In case of the bidder(s) whose offer is accepted, the EMD will be converted in to Security Deposit. 
17. Tender Validity 

a) If not mentioned otherwise in the GIT, the tenders shall remain valid for acceptance for a period of 90 days (Ninety days) after the date of tender opening prescribed in the tender document. Any tender valid for a shorter period shall be treated as unresponsive and rejected. 

b) In exceptional cases, the tenderers may be requested by the purchaser to extend the validity of their tenders up to a specified period. Such request(s) and responses thereto shall be conveyed by mail or by fax followed by surface mail. The tenderers, who agree to extend the tender validity, are to extend the same without any change or modification of their original tender and they are also to extend the validity period of the EMD accordingly. A tenderer, however, may not agree to extend its tender validity without forfeiting its EMD. 

c) In case the day up to which the tenders are to remain valid falls on/ 
subsequently declared a holiday or closed day for the purchaser, the tender validity shall automatically be extended up to the next working day.

18.  Signing and Sealing of Tender
a) The tenderers shall submit their tenders as per the instructions contained in GIT Clause. 

b) The original copies of the tender shall either be typed or written in indelible ink and the same shall be signed by the tenderer or by a person(s) who has been duly authorized to bind the tenderer to the contract. The letter of authorization shall be by a written power of attorney, which shall also be furnished along with the tender. 

c) All the copies of the tender shall be duly signed at the appropriate places as indicated in the tender documents and all other pages of the tender including printed literature, if any shall be initialed by the same person(s) signing the tender. The tender shall not contain any erasure or overwriting, except as necessary to correct any error made by the tenderer and, if there is any such correction, the same shall be initialed by the person(s) signing the tender. 

d) The tenderer is to seal the original copy of the tender in separate envelopes writing the address of the purchaser and the tender reference number on the envelope. The sentence “NOT TO BE OPENED” before 05th July, 2015 (the tenderer is to put the date & time of tender opening) are to be written on these envelopes. If the outer envelope is not sealed and marked properly as above, the purchaser will not be responsible for its misplacement, premature opening, late opening etc. 
e) Submission of Bids : Two bid System 
For purchasing capital equipment, high value plant, machinery etc. of complex and technical nature, tender enquiry document will seek quotation in two parts - first part containing the relevant technical details of the equipment / machinery etc., and in the second part, price quotation along with other allied issues. First part will be known as 'Technical Bid', and the second part 'Financial Bid'. Tenderer shall seal separately 'Technical Bid' and 'Financial Bid' and covers will be suitably superscribed. Both these sealed covers shall be put in a bigger cover and sealed and procedure prescribed above to be followed.

j) The proposed drawing, design, layout, architecture etc. of the proposed solution with respect to the bid to be submitted. 

k) A declaration certifying that the bidder is never declared ineligible for corrupt or fraudulent practices by any Government entity.

19.     Pre bid meeting: A pre bid technical meeting will be held at IUCAA, Pune on 17th June, 2015 at 1500 hrs to discuss and resolve the queries and doubts, if any from the  prospective bidders. Clarifications / questionnaire sought should be sent by email to purchase@iucaa.ernet.in latest by 17:00 hrs on 15th June, 2015. Clarifications / discussions / minutes of the pre bid meeting will form a part of the tender document.
SUBMISSION OF TENDERS

   20. 
Submission of Tenders 

20.1 Unless otherwise specified, the tenderers are to deposit the tenders in the tender box kept for this purpose at IUCAA main reception. In case of bulky tender, which cannot be put 
into tender box, the same shall be submitted by the tenderer by hand to The Administrative Officer, Purchase, IUCAA. 

20.2 The tenderers must ensure that they deposit their tenders not later than the closing time and date specified for submission of tenders. 
21.  Late Tender : A tender, which is received after the specified date and time for receipt   of tenders will be treated as “late” tender and will be ignored. 
22.  Alteration and Withdrawal of Tender 

22.1 The tenderer, after submitting its tender, is permitted to alter / modify its tender 
so long as such alterations / modifications are received duly signed, sealed and 
marked like the original tender, within the deadline for submission of tenders. 
Alterations / modifications to tenders received after the prescribed deadline will 
not be considered. 

22.2 No tender should be withdrawn after the deadline for submission of tender and 
before expiry of the tender validity period. If a tenderer withdraws the tender 
during this period, it will result in forfeiture of the earnest money furnished by the 
tenderer in its tender. 
TENDER OPENING 
23.0 Opening of Tenders
23.1 The purchaser will open the tenders at the specified date and time and at the specified place as indicated. In case the specified date of tender opening falls on / is subsequently declared a holiday or closed day for the purchaser, the tenders will be opened at the appointed time and place on the next working day. 

23.2 Authorized representatives of the tenderers, who have submitted tenders on time, may attend the tender opening provided they bring with them letters of authority from the corresponding tenderers. The tender opening official(s) will prepare a list of the representatives attending the tender opening. The list will contain the representatives’ names & signatures and corresponding tenderers’ names and addresses. 

23.3 During the tender opening, the tender opening official(s) will read the salient features of the tenders like description of the goods offered, price, special discount if any, delivery period, whether earnest money furnished or not and any other special features of the tenders, as deemed fit by the tender opening official(s). 

23.4 In the case of two-bid system mentioned above, the technical bids are to be opened in the first instance, at the prescribed time and date. These bids shall be scrutinized and evaluated by the competent committee/ authority with reference to parameters prescribed in the tender document. Thereafter, in the second stage, the financial bids of only the technically acceptable offers (as decided in the first stage) shall be opened for further scrutiny and evaluation by giving an advance intimation to the technically successful tenderers. IUCAA reserves the right to select the vendor on the basis of best possible specifications / features quoted. The decision of IUCAA shall be final and representation of any kind shall not be entertained on the above. IUCAA shall have no obligation to convey reason for rejection of any bid. 

SCRUTINY AND EVALUATION OF BIDS / TENDERS
24.  
Basic Principle 

Tenders will be evaluated on the basis of the terms & conditions already incorporated in the tender enquiry document, based on which tenders have been received and the terms, conditions etc. mentioned by the tenderers in their tenders. No new condition will be brought in while scrutinizing and evaluating the tenders. 
25. Preliminary Scrutiny of Tenders 

25.1 The tenders will first be scrutinized to determine whether they are complete and meet the essential and important requirements, conditions etc. as prescribed in the tender enquiry document. The tenders, which do not meet the basic requirements, are liable to be treated as unresponsive and ignored. 

25.2 The following are some of the important aspects, for which a tender may be declared unresponsive and ignored; 

· Tender is unsigned. Incomplete tenders are liable for rejection.

· Tender validity is shorter than the required period. 

· Required EMD has not been provided. 

· Tenderer has quoted for goods manufactured by a different firm without the required authority letter from that manufacturer.

· Tenderer has not agreed to give the required performance security. 

· Goods offered are sub-standard, not meeting the required specification etc. 

· Tenderer has not agreed to essential condition(s) specially incorporated in the tender enquiry. Conditional tenders are not acceptable.

26. Minor Informality/Irregularity/Non-Conformity: If during the preliminary examination, the purchaser finds any minor informality and/or irregularity and/or non-conformity in a tender, the purchaser may waive the same provided it does not constitute any material deviation and financial impact and, also, does not prejudice or affect the ranking order of the tenderers. Wherever necessary, the purchaser will convey its observation on such ‘minor’ issues to the tenderer by registered/speed post/email/fax etc. asking the tenderer to respond by a specified date. If the tenderer does not reply by the specified date or gives evasive reply without clarifying the point at issue in clear terms, that tender will be liable to be ignored. 
27. Discrepancy in Prices :-
27.1 If, in the price structure quoted by a tenderer, there is discrepancy between the unit price and the total price (which is obtained by multiplying the unit price by the quantity), the unit price shall prevail and the total price corrected accordingly, unless the purchaser feels that the tenderer has made a mistake in placing the decimal point in the unit price, in which case the total price as quoted shall prevail over the unit price and the unit price corrected accordingly. 
27.2 If there is an error in a total price, which has been worked out through addition and/or subtraction of subtotals, the subtotals shall prevail and the total corrected; and 
27.3 If there is a discrepancy between the amount expressed in words and figures, the amount in words shall prevail, subject to sub clause 27.1 and 27.2 above. 

27.4 If, as per the judgement of the purchaser, there is any such arithmetical discrepancy in a tender, the same will be suitably conveyed to the tenderer by e-mail / fax / registered / speed post etc. If the tenderer does not agree to the observation of the purchaser, the tender is liable to be ignored.

28.  Eligibility Criteria : Tenders of the tenderers, who do not meet the required eligibility criteria prescribed in Section VI, will be treated as unresponsive and will not be considered further. 
29. Conversion of tender currencies to Indian Rupees : In case the tender enquiry document permits the tenderers to quote their prices in different currencies, all such quoted prices of the responsive tenderers will be converted to a single currency viz., Indian Rupees for the purpose of equitable comparison and evaluation, as per the B.C. selling exchange rates established by the State Bank of India for similar transactions, as on the date of tender opening.
30.  Schedule-wise Evaluation : In case the List of Requirements contains more than one schedule, the responsive tenders will be evaluated and compared separately for each schedule. The tender for a schedule will not be considered if the complete requirements prescribed in that schedule is not included in the tender. However, as already mentioned in GIT, tenderers have to quote for  schedules and offer discounts for combined schedules. Such discounts, wherever applicable, will be taken into account to determine the tender or combination of tenders offering the lowest evaluated cost for the purchaser in deciding the successful tenderer. 

31.  Opening of Financial bids 

a) The Financial bids of all eligible, technically qualified and short listed bidders will be opened. The date and time of opening of financial bids shall be informed only to the short listed bidders. 

b) The bidder may choose to attend the financial bid opening. The representative of 
bidder is required to carry the appropriate authority letter for attending the 
financial bid opening. 

c) The bidder’s representative who is present shall sign an attendance register as a 
proof of having attended financial bid opening. 

d) The bidder’s name, bid prices, discounts, and such other details considered as appropriate by IUCAA, will be announced at the time of opening of financial bids. Announced prices/figures/status/ranking shall not be treated as final as it may be subjected to arithmetical corrections/calculation mistakes etc.

e) IUCAA- reserves the right to accept the offer in full or in parts or reject summarily or partly & cancel the bid without giving any reason. 

32. Additional Factors and Parameters for Evaluation and Ranking of Responsive Tenders : Further to GIT Clause above, the purchaser’s evaluation of a tender  will include and take into account the following: 
32.1 In the case of goods manufactured in India or goods of foreign original already located in India, sales tax & other similar taxes and excise duty & other similar duties, which will be contractually payable (to the tenderer), on the goods if a contract is awarded on the tenderer; and in the case of goods of foreign origin offered from abroad, customs duty (against essentiality certificate) and other similar import duties/taxes, will be borne by IUCAA. 
32.2 The purchaser’s evaluation of tender will also take into account the additional    
factors, if any, incorporated in GIT in the manner and to the extent indicated 
therein. 
32.3 In case there is provision in the tender documents for price preference to  small-
scale sectors etc. and purchase preference to central public sector undertakings, 
the same will also be taken care of while evaluating, comparing and ranking the 
responsive tenders. 
33.    Tenderer’s capability to perform the contract

33.1 The purchaser, through the above process of tender scrutiny and tender evaluation 
will determine to its satisfaction whether the tenderer, whose tender has been 
determined as the lowest evaluated responsive tender is eligible, qualified and 
capable in all respects to perform the contract satisfactorily.  

33.2 The above mentioned determination will, interalia, take into account the  
tenderer’s financial, technical and production capabilities for satisfying all the 
requirements of the purchaser as incorporated in the tender document. Such 
determination will be based upon scrutiny and examination of all relevant data 
and details submitted by the tenderer in its tender as well as such other allied 
information as deemed appropriate by the purchaser. 
34. Contacting the Purchaser 

34.1 From the time of submission of tender to the time of awarding the contract, if a 
tenderer needs to contact the purchaser for any reason relating to this tender 
enquiry and / or its tender, it should do so only in writing to Administrative officer ( Purchase). 

34.2 In case a tenderer attempts to influence the purchaser in the purchaser’s decision on scrutiny, comparison & evaluation of tenders and awarding the contract, the tender of the tenderer shall be liable for rejection in addition to appropriate administrative actions being taken against that tenderer, as deemed fit by the purchaser.     

35.        Notification of Award 
35.1 Before expiry of the tender validity period, the purchaser will notify the successful tenderer (s) in writing by e-mail that its tender for goods & services, which have been selected by the purchaser, has been accepted, also briefly indicating therein the essential details like description, specification and quantity of the goods & services and corresponding prices accepted. 

35.2 The notification of award shall constitute the conclusion of the contract.
36.  Issue of Contract 

36.1 Promptly after notification of award, the purchaser will mail the purchase/work  order duly completed and signed,  to the successful tenderer by registered / speed post etc.
36.2 Within seven days from the date of the contract, the successful tenderer will return a copy of the order, duly signed and dated, to the purchaser by registered / speed post / courier. 

37. Corrupt or Fraudulent Practices : 
IUCAA requires that the bidders who wish to bid for this project have highest standards of ethics. IUCAA will reject a bid if it determines that the Bidder recommended for award has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices while competing for this contract. 


IUCAA may declare a vendor ineligible, either indefinitely or for a stated duration, to be awarded a contract if at any time it determines that the vendor has engaged in corrupt and fraudulent practices during the execution of contract. 
38. Interpretation of the clauses in the Tender Document/Contract   Document : In case of any ambiguity/dispute in arising out of or related to(including the  interpretation of any of the clauses in this tender document/purchase order/contract, decision of the Director IUCAA or his nominee shall be final and binding on all parties. 
39. Non-receipt of Performance Security and Contract by the Purchaser : Failure of the successful tenderer in providing performance security and/ or returning contract copy duly signed in terms of GIT above shall make the tenderer liable for forfeiture of its EMD and, also, for further actions by the purchaser against it. 

SECTION – IV
GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT (GCC)

1. Application The General Conditions of Contract incorporated in this section shall be applicable for this purchase.
2.  Use of contract documents and information 
2.1 The supplier shall not, without the  purchaser’s prior written consent, disclose the contract or any provision thereof including any specification, drawing, sample or any information furnished by or on behalf of the purchaser in connection therewith, to any person other than the person(s) employed by the supplier in the performance of the contract emanating from this tender enquiry document. Further, any such disclosure to any such employed person shall be made in confidence and only so far as necessary for the purposes of such performance for this contract. 

2.2 Further, the supplier shall not, without the purchaser’s prior written consent, make use of any document or information mentioned in GCC above except for the sole purpose of performing this contract. 

2.3 Except the contract issued to the supplier, each and every other document mentioned in GCC above shall remain the property of the purchaser and, if advised by the purchaser, all copies of all such documents shall be returned to the purchaser on completion of the supplier’s performance and obligations under this contract. 

3. Patent Rights : The supplier shall, at all times, indemnify the purchaser, free of cost, against all claims which may arise in respect of goods & services to be provided by the supplier under the contract for infringement of any right protected by patent, intellectual property, registration of designs or trademarks. In the event of any such claim in respect of alleged breach of patent, registered designs, trade marks etc. being made against the purchaser, the purchaser shall notify the supplier of the same and the supplier shall, at his own expenses take care of the same for settlement without any liability to the purchaser. 

4. Country of Origin
4.1 All goods and services to be supplied and provided for the contract shall have the origin in India or in the countries with which the Government of India has trade relations. 
4.2 The word “origin” incorporated in this clause means the place from where the goods are mined, cultivated, grown, manufactured, produced or processed or from where the services are arranged. 

5. Performance Security 

5.1 Within twenty one days after the issue of notification of award by the purchaser, the supplier, shall furnish performance security to the purchaser for an amount equal to five per cent (5%) of the total value of the contract, valid up to thirty six months + sixty days or manufacturer's warranty whichever is later, after the date of completion of all contractual obligations by the supplier, including the warranty obligations.

5.2 The Performance security shall be denominated in Indian Rupees or in the currency of the contract and shall be in one of the following forms: 
a) Account Payee Demand Draft or Banker’s Cheque drawn on any nationalised 
bank in India, in favour of, Inter-University Centre for Astronomy and 
Astrophysics (IUCAA), Pune. 
b) Bank Guarantee issued by a nationalised bank in India, in the prescribed form as 
provided in Form II of this document.

5.3 In the event of any loss due to supplier’s failure to fulfill its obligations in terms of the contract, the amount of the performance security shall be payable to the purchaser to compensate the purchaser for the same. 

5.4 In the event of any amendment issued to the contract, the supplier shall, within twenty-one days of issue of the amendment, furnish the corresponding amendment to the Performance Security (as necessary), rendering the same valid in all respects in terms of the contract, as amended. 

5.5 Subject to GCC above, the purchaser will release the performance security without any interest to the supplier on completion of the supplier’s all contractual obligations  including the warranty obligations. 

6.   Security Deposit: Within 10 days from the date of award of contract/ Purchase Order, the vendor shall submit a Security Deposit for 5% amount of the contract / purchase order value. The SD shall be in the form of Demand Draft in INR drawn on any Nationalized Indian Bank  in favour of IUCAA, Pune. The vendor can opt to adjust the EMD amount towards payment of SD. However, the balance amount of SD has to be deposited separately by DD. In case of import purchase, for the purpose of computing the amount of SD in INR, the exchange rate as on date of receipt of Purchase Order by vendor, shall be considered.  
7.  Indemnity : The vendor shall indemnify, protect and save IUCAA from/against all claims, losses, costs, damages, expenses, action suits and other proceeding, resulting from infringement of any law pertaining to intellectual property, patent, trademarks, copyrights etc. or such other statutory infringements in respect of all the equipments supplied by vendor. 
8.
Technical Specifications and Standards


The Goods & Services to be provided by the supplier under this contract shall conform to the technical specifications and quality control parameters mentioned in `Technical Specification’ under Section V of this document. 
9.  Packing and Marking 
9.1 The packing for the goods to be provided by the supplier should be strong and durable enough to withstand, without limitation, the entire journey during transit including transshipment (if any), rough handling, open storage etc. without any damage, deterioration etc. As and if necessary, the size, weights and volumes of the packing cases shall also be take into consideration, the remoteness of the final destination of the goods and availability or otherwise of transport and handling facilities at all points during transit up to final destination as per the contract. 

9.2 The quality of packing, the manner of marking within & outside the packages and provision of accompanying documentation shall strictly comply with the requirements as provided in Technical Specifications and Quality Control Requirements. In case the packing requirements are amended due to issue of any amendment to the contract, the same shall also be taken care of by the supplier accordingly. The box wise item list should be mentioned in the packing list. A copy of the packing list is to be sent to the purchaser in advance before shipment. 
9.3 Packing instructions: Unless otherwise mentioned in the Technical Specification and Quality Control Requirements, the supplier shall make separate packages for each consignee (in case there is more than one consignee mentioned in the contract) and mark each package on three sides with the following with indelible paint of proper quality: 

a) contract number and date 

b) brief description of goods including quantity 

c) packing list reference number 

d) country of origin of goods 

e) consignee’s name and full address  

f) supplier’s name and address and
g) box wise packing list

10. Inspection and Quality Control 

Material supplied by the bidder should satisfy Acceptance criteria & Technical Qualifying Criteria mentioned in Section - VI.  

11.     Terms of Delivery

Goods shall be delivered by the supplier in accordance with the terms of delivery specified in the contract. A detailed PERT chart duly indicating the various processes including acceptance/installation plan as applicable should be provided.  
12.     Transportation of Goods 

12.1 Instructions for transportation of imported goods offered from abroad: 
The supplier shall follow the instructions  mentioned below: 
In case of FOB contracts, the purchaser shall make shipping arrangements. Notice about the readiness of Cargo for shipment shall be given by the supplier from time to time at least ten days in advance for finalising the shipping arrangement, through Fax/Courier/ Email to the Purchaser. Within one week of receipt of the advance notice, as above, the said Purchaser will advise the supplier, through Fax/courier/Email when and on board what vessels, these goods or such part thereof are to be delivered. 

If the advice for shipping arrangement is not furnished to the supplier within one week as aforesaid or if the vessel arranged is scheduled to arrive at the specified port of loading later than fifteen days of the date of readiness of cargo, as aforesaid, the supplier may arrange for such transport on alternative carriers with the prior written consent of the purchaser. 

Should the goods or any part thereof be not delivered on the nominated carrier (except in case where prior written consent of the purchaser was obtained), the supplier will be liable for all payments and expenses that the purchaser may incur or be put to, by reason of such non-delivery including dead and extra freight, demurrage of carrier and any other charges, whatsoever incurred by the purchaser. 

The supplier shall not arrange part-shipments and/or transshipment without the express/prior written consent of the purchaser. 

In case of airlifting of imported goods offered from abroad, the same to be done preferably through the National Carrier i.e. Air India wherever applicable. 

12.2 Instructions for transportation of domestic goods including goods already 
imported by the supplier under its own arrangement: 


In case no instruction is provided, the supplier will arrange transportation of the 
ordered goods as per its own procedure. 

13.    Insurance:

Unless otherwise instructed in the GCC, the supplier shall make arrangements for insuring the goods against loss or damage incidental to manufacture or acquisition, transportation, storage and delivery in the following manner : 

a) wherever necessary, the goods supplied under the contract shall be 
fully insured in a freely convertible currency in the manner specified in the contract. If considered necessary, the insurance may be done for coverage on “all risks” basis including war risks and strike clauses. The amount to be covered under insurance should be sufficient to take care of the overall expenditure, which may be incurred due to any such damage, loss etc. 

b) where delivery is on FOB basis, marine/air insurance shall be the responsibility of the purchaser, but incase of short shipment/damaged goods, it is the responsibility of the supplier to provide the same free of cost to the purchaser.
c) in case of supply of domestic goods, the supplier shall be responsible till the entire stores contracted for, arrives in good condition at destination. The Supplier shall cover the transit risk in this respect by getting the stores duly insured. The insurance cover shall be obtained by the supplier in its own name and not in the name of the Purchaser or its Consignee. 

14.          Spare parts 
14.1 If specified in the List of Requirements and in the resultant contract, the supplier 
shall supply/provide any or all of the following materials, information etc. 
pertaining to spare parts manufactured and/or supplied by the supplier: 

a. the spare parts as selected by the purchaser to be purchased from the supplier, subject to the condition that such purchase of the spare parts shall not relieve the supplier of any contractual obligation including warranty obligations; and 

b. in case the production of the spare parts is discontinued: 

1. sufficient advance notice to the purchaser before such discontinuation to 


provide adequate time to the purchaser to purchase the required spare parts 

etc., and 
2. immediately following such discontinuation, providing the purchaser, free 


of cost, the designs, drawings, layouts and specifications of the spare parts, 

as and if requested by the purchaser.
14.2 Supplier shall carry sufficient inventories to assure ex-stock supply of consumable spares for the goods so that the same are supplied to the purchaser promptly on receipt of order from the purchaser. 
15.     Incidental services 

15.1 Subject to the stipulation, if any, in the GCC and the Technical Specification, the supplier shall be required to perform any or all of the following services. 
a. Providing required jigs and tools for assembly, start-up and 



maintenance of the goods 

b. Supplying required number of operation & maintenance manual 



for the 
goods 

c. Installation and commissioning of the goods 

d. Training of purchaser’s operators for operating and maintaining the 


goods 

e. Providing after sales service during the tenure of the contract

f. Providing maintenance service after expiry of the warranty period 



of the goods if so incorporated in the contract 

15.2 Prices to be paid to the supplier by the purchaser for any of the required incidental services, if not already included in the contract price during the placement of the contract, shall be settled and decided in advance by the purchaser and the supplier. However, such prices shall not exceed the contemporary rates charged by the supplier to other customers for similar services. 
16. 
Payment 
16.1 In case of payments in foreign currency, 80% of the material cost will be made by Irrevocable Letter of Credit (LC)  in favour of the supplier through Bank of Baroda, Camp Branch, Pune – 411 001, India, against the presentation of original shipping documents. If bidders insists on confirmation of LC, the LC confirmation charges within and outside India shall be to the beneficiary’s account. Balance 20% of the material cost as well as full amount of installation & commissioning if any shall be made on successful completion of the project and against acceptance certificate issued by competent authority from IUCAA. However, Letter of credit arrangement will be made for 100% order value. 

16.2 Security deposit (5% of the PO/Contract value) will be converted to Retention Money and the same will be released after completion of warranty period of 36 months (or Manufacturer’s warranty period whichever is later) from the date of installation & commissioning. This refund, however, shall be subject to satisfactory repairs and rectification by the bidders, at his own cost, for any faults or defects brought to the notice by “IUCAA” during the warranty period.





OR

16.3 Immediately  on successful installation and acceptance of system against submission of Performance Bank Guarantee from any Indian nationalized bank for an amount of 5% of the PO/Contract value. This Performance Bank Guarantee shall remain valid over the warranty period ie. thirty six months  (or Manufacturer’s warranty period whichever is later) plus sixty days. The Performance Bank Guarantee in INR from the representative in India is acceptable.

16.4 In case of payment in Indian rupees, 50% of the material cost shall be made on receipt of material at IUCAA, 30% against inspection of material and balance 20% of the material cost as well as full amount of Installation & Commissioning if any shall be made only after submission of material inspection, installation, commissioning, testing reports jointly signed by IUCAA representative & bidders.  Payment will be made within one month subject to submission of complete documents duly certified by the Systems Manager.
17. Distribution of Despatch Documents for Clearance/Receipt of Goods 

The supplier shall send all the relevant despatch documents well in time to the purchaser to enable the purchaser clear or receive (as the case may be) the goods in terms of the contract. 

Unless otherwise specified in the GCC, the usual documents involved and the drill to be followed in general for this purpose are as follows. 

(i)
For Domestic goods, including goods already imported by the supplier under its 
own arrangement:

Within 24 hours of despatch, the supplier shall notify the purchaser, consignee, and others concerned if mentioned in the contract, the complete details of despatch and also supply the following documents to them by registered post / speed post (or as instructed in the contract): 

a) Supplier’s Invoice indicating, interalia description and specification of the 


goods, quantity, unit price, total value
b) Packing list (box wise)
c) Certificate of country of origin

d) Insurance certificate

e) Consignment note

f) Manufacturer’s guarantee certificate & in-house inspection certificate;

g) Inspection certificate issued by purchaser’s inspector

h) Expected date of arrival of goods at destination and 

i) Any other document(s), as and if specifically mentioned in the contract.

(ii)  For imported Goods offered from Abroad :

Within 24 hours of despatch, the supplier shall notify the purchaser, consignee, others concerned if mentioned in the contract, the complete details of despatch and also supply to them following documents by air mail/courier (or as instructed in the contract): 

a) Supplier’s Invoice giving full details of the goods including quantity, value, etc.; 

b) Packing list (box wise) 

c) Certificate of country of origin; 

d) Manufacturer’s guarantee and Inspection certificate; 

e) Inspection certificate issued by the Purchaser’s Inspector; 

f) Insurance Certificate; 

g) Name of the Vessel/Carrier; 

h) Bill of Lading/Airway Bill;

i) Port of Loading; 

j) Date of Shipment; 

k) Port of Entry & expected date of arrival of goods at Port of Entry/Destination and 

l) Any other document(s) as and if specifically mentioned in the contract 

18. Warranty / Support

18.1 The supplier warrants that the goods supplied under the contract is new, unused and incorporate all recent improvements in design and materials unless prescribed otherwise by the purchaser in the contract. The supplier further warrants that the goods supplied under the contract shall have no defect arising from design, materials (except when the design adopted and / or the material used are as per the purchaser’s specifications) or workmanship or from any act or omission of the supplier, that may develop under normal use of the supplied goods under the conditions prevailing in India. 

18.2 This warranty (comprehensive) shall remain valid for thirty six months after the goods or any portion thereof as the case may be, have been delivered to the final destination and installed and commissioned at the final destination and accepted by the purchaser in terms of the contract. 

18.3 In case of any claim arising out of this warranty, the purchaser shall promptly notify the same in writing to the supplier. 
18.4 Upon receipt of such notice, the supplier shall, with all reasonable speed (or within the period, if specified in the GCC), repair or replace the defective goods or parts thereof, free of cost, at the ultimate destination. The supplier shall take over the replaced parts/goods after providing their replacements and no claim, whatsoever shall lie on the purchaser for such replaced parts/goods thereafter. 

18.5 In the event of any rectification of a defect or replacement of any defective goods during the warranty period, the warranty for the rectified/replaced goods shall be extended up to the warranty period of 36 months or manufacturer's warranty, whichever is later. 

18.6 If the supplier, having been notified, fails to rectify/replace the defect(s) within a reasonable period (or within the period, if specified in the GCC), the purchaser may proceed to take such remedial action(s) as deemed fit by the purchaser, at the risk and expense of the supplier and without prejudice to other contractual rights and remedies, which the purchaser may have against the supplier. 

18.7 Three years comprehensive warranty should be provided for the entire HPC hardware and related software and support from the date of acceptance of the same. During the warranty period, the OEM shall replace the defective parts free of charge, including to and fro transportation cost of the items. 

18.8 IUCAA may enter into a separate contract for comprehensive post warranty maintenance on terms to be mutually agreed upon if considered necessary. The OEM shall indicate separately for additional two year warranty for the proposed  hardware and the software. 

19.       Modification of contract 
19.1 If necessary, the purchaser may, by a written order given to the supplier at any time during the currency of the contract, amend the contract by making alterations and modifications within the general scope of contract in any one or more of the following:

a) Specifications, drawings, designs etc. where goods to be supplied under the contract are to be specially manufactured for the purchaser, 

b) mode of packing, 

c) incidental services to be provided by the supplier 

d) mode of dispatch, 

e) place of delivery, and 

f) any other area(s) of the contract, as felt necessary by the purchaser depending on the merits of the case. 

19.2 In the event of any such modification/alteration causing increase or decrease in the cost of goods and services to be supplied and provided, or in the time required by the supplier to perform any obligation under the contract, an equitable adjustment shall be made in the contract price and/or contract delivery schedule, as the case may be, and the contract amended accordingly. If the supplier doesn’t agree to the adjustment made by the purchaser, the supplier shall convey its views to the purchaser within seven days from the date of the supplier’s receipt of the purchaser’s amendment / modification of the contract. 

20.  
Taxes and Duties 
20.1 Supplier shall be entirely responsible for all taxes, duties, fees, levies etc. incurred until delivery of the contracted goods to the purchaser. 

20.2 Further instruction, if any, shall be as provided in the GCC. 
21. Terms and Mode of Payment 

21.1 The detailed terms and mode of payment shall be as provided in the GCC. 
21.2 Unless specified otherwise in the GCC, the following general conditions will apply for payment to the supplier.
21.3 The payment shall be made in the currency / currencies authorised in the contract. 

21.4 The supplier shall send its claim for payment in writing, when contractually due, along with relevant documents etc., duly signed with date, as specified in GCC and in a manner as also specified therein. 

21.5 While claiming payment, the supplier is also to certify in the bill that the payment being claimed is strictly in terms of the contract and all the obligations on the part of the supplier for claiming that payment has been fulfilled as required under the contract. 

21.6 The important documents, which the supplier is to furnish while claiming payment, are: 

a) Original Invoice 

b) Packing List ( box wise )
c) Certificate of country of origin of the goods 

d) Manufacturer’s test certificate 

e) Bill of lading/Airway bill or any other despatch document, issued by a government agency (like postal department) or an agency duly authorized by the concerned ministry/department 

f) Consignee’s Certificate confirming receipt and acceptance of goods

g) Any other document specified. 

21.7 While claiming reimbursement of duties, taxes etc. (like sales tax, excise duty, custom duty) from the purchaser, as and if permitted under the contract, the supplier shall also certify that, in case it gets any refund out of such taxes and duties from the concerned authorities at a later date, it (the supplier) shall refund to the purchaser, the purchaser’s share out of such refund received by the supplier. The supplier shall also refund the applicable amount to the purchaser immediately on receiving the same from the concerned authorities. 

22.  Delay in the supplier’s performance 

22.1 The supplier shall deliver the goods and perform the services under the contract within the time schedule specified by the purchaser in the List of Requirements and as incorporated in the contract. 

22.2 Subject to the provision under GCC, any unexcused delay by the supplier in maintaining its contractual obligations towards delivery of goods and performance of services shall render the supplier liable to any or all of the following sanctions:

a) If the contractor fails to complete the work as per committed schedule, there shall be a deduction of liquidated damages amounting Rs.5000/- per day up to a maximum of 5% of the PO/Contract value
b)  Forfeiture of its performance security and termination of the contract for default. 
c)  In case the delay is not acceptable to  IUCAA, IUCAA reserves the right to terminate the contract and enter into fresh contract with other agencies at the cost of defaulting agency.

22.3 If at any time during the currency of the contract, the supplier encounters conditions hindering timely delivery of the goods and performance of services, the supplier shall promptly inform the purchaser in writing about the same and its likely duration and make a request to the purchaser for extension of the delivery schedule accordingly. On receiving the supplier’s communication, the purchaser shall examine the situation as soon as possible and, at its discretion, may agree to extend the delivery schedule, with or without liquidated damages for completion of supplier’s contractual obligations by issuing an amendment to the contract. 
22.4 When the period of delivery is extended due to unexcused delay by the supplier, the amendment letter extending the delivery period shall, interalia contain the following conditions: 
a) The purchaser shall recover from the supplier, under the provisions of the tender conditions, liquidated damages on the goods and services, which the Supplier has failed to deliver within the delivery period stipulated in the contract. 
b) That no increase in price on account of any ground is acceptable but any increase or fresh imposition of customs duty, excise duty, sales tax/VAT etc will be reimbursed only after submission of proof.   
22.5 The supplier shall not despatch the goods after expiry of the delivery period. The supplier is required to apply to the purchaser for extension of delivery period and obtain the same before despatch. In case the supplier despatches the goods without obtaining an extension, it would be doing so at its own risk and no claim for payment for such supply and / or any other expense related to such supply shall lie against the purchaser. 
23.  Termination for default 
23.1 The purchaser, without prejudice to any other contractual rights and remedies available to it (the purchaser), may, by written notice of default sent to the supplier, terminate the contract in whole or in part, if the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods or fails to perform any other contractual obligation(s) within the time period specified in the contract, or within any extension thereof granted by the purchaser. 
23.2 In the event of, the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, pursuant to GCC above, the purchaser may procure goods and/or services similar to those cancelled, with such terms and conditions and in such manner as it deems fit and the supplier shall be liable to the purchaser for the extra expenditure, if any, incurred by the purchaser for arranging such procurement. 
23.3 Unless otherwise instructed by the purchaser, the supplier shall continue to perform the contract to the extent not terminated. 
24.  Termination for insolvency 


If the supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent, the purchaser reserves the right to terminate the contract at any time, by serving written notice to the supplier without any compensation, whatsoever, to the supplier, subject to further condition that such termination will not prejudice or affect the rights and remedies which have accrued and / or will accrue thereafter to the purchaser. 
25. Force Majeure 

Notwithstanding the provisions contained in GCC clauses, the supplier shall not be liable for imposition of any such sanction so long the delay and/or failure of the supplier in fulfilling its obligations under the contract is the result of an event of Force Majeure. 
25.1 For purposes of this clause, Force Majeure means an event beyond the control of the supplier and not involving the supplier’s fault or negligence and which is not foreseeable. Such events may include, but are not restricted to, acts of the purchaser either in its sovereign or contractual capacity, wars or revolutions, hostility, acts of public enemy, civil commotion, sabotage, fires, floods, explosions, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, lockouts, and freight embargoes. 
25.2 If a Force Majeure situation arises, the supplier shall promptly notify the purchaser in writing of such conditions and the cause thereof within twenty-one days of occurrence of such event. Unless otherwise directed by the purchaser in writing, the supplier shall continue to perform its obligations under the contract as far as reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the Force Majeure event. 
25.3 If the performance in whole or in part or any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by any reason of Force Majeure for a period exceeding sixty days, either party may at its option terminate the contract without any financial repercussion on either side. 
25.4 In case due to a Force Majeure event the purchaser is unable to fulfill its contractual commitment and responsibility, the purchaser will notify the supplier accordingly and subsequent actions taken on similar lines described in above sub-paragraphs.
26. Confidentiality


The bidder and/or their personnel shall not, either during the term or after expiration of this contract, disclose any proprietary or confidential information relating to the services, contract or the Purchaser’s business or operations without the prior written consent of  IUCAA. 


The bidder and/or their personnel shall not, either during the term or after expiration of this contract, undertake any public communication, press/media releases relating to the services, contract, or the purchaser’s business or operations without the written consent of  IUCAA.
27. Termination for convenience 

27.1 The purchaser reserves the right to terminate the contract, in whole or in part for it’s (purchaser’s) convenience, by serving written notice to the supplier at any time during the currency of the contract. The notice shall specify that the termination is for the convenience of the purchaser. The notice shall also indicate interalia, the extent to which the supplier’s performance under the contract is terminated, and the date with effect from which such termination will become effective. 
27.2 The goods and services which are complete and ready in terms of the contract for delivery and performance within thirty days after the supplier’s receipt of the notice of termination shall be accepted by the purchaser following the contract terms, conditions and prices. For the remaining goods and services, the purchaser may decide: 
a) to get any portion of the balance completed and delivered at the contract terms, conditions and prices; and / or 

b) to cancel the remaining portion of the goods and services and compensate the supplier by paying an agreed amount for the cost incurred by the supplier towards the remaining portion of the goods and services. 

28. Governing language


The contract shall be written in English language following the provision as contained in GCC. All correspondence and other documents pertaining to the contract, which the parties exchange, shall also be written accordingly in English language. 
29. Notices 

29.1 Notice, if any, relating to the contract given by one party to the other, shall be sent in writing or by e-mail or facsimile and confirmed in writing. The procedure will also provide the sender of the notice, the proof of receipt of the notice by the receiver. The addresses of the parties for exchanging such notices will be the addresses as incorporated in the contract. 
29.2 The effective date of a notice shall be either the date when delivered to the recipient or the effective date specifically mentioned in the notice, whichever is later.
30.  Resolution of disputes 

30.1 If dispute or difference of any kind shall arise between the purchaser and the supplier in connection with or relating to the contract, the parties shall make every effort to resolve the same amicably by mutual consultations. 

30.2 If the parties fail to resolve their dispute or difference by such mutual consultation within twenty-one days of its occurrence, then, unless otherwise provided in the GCC, either the purchaser or the supplier may give notice to the other party of its intention to commence arbitration, as hereinafter provided: 

a) When the contract is with domestic supplier, the applicable arbitration procedure will be as per Indian Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996. 

b) When the contract is with foreign supplier, the supplier has the option to choose either Indian Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 or Arbitration in accordance with the provision of UNCITRAL (United Nations Commission on International Trade Law) Arbitration Rules. 
31. Applicable Law 


Any disputes, legal action/matters, arising out of/ resulting from/related or incident to the tender/quotation/purchase order/invoices/ delivery/ payments shall be subject to exclusive jurisdiction of Pune courts only. The contract shall be interpreted in accordance with the laws of India. 

SECTION -  V

Technical Specifications of the proposed HPC solution:

HARDWARE
Nodes:
Composition of nodes: The proposed solution should have one head/utility node and one graphics head/utility node (not in HA), two login nodes (not in HA), and a minimum 2400 cores of pure CPU compute (excluding the core count in Head/utility/login nodes).  Based on the availability of funds, IUCAA may decide to opt for a few GPU nodes and items specified under optional items if possible. Please note that the cost of optional items will not be included when identifying a L1 vendor.  The bidder is expected to submit the pictorial layout with interconnect and so on of the proposed solution along with relevant product brochures.
· Specifications of the compute nodes:
· Each node should have dual CPUs– Intel Xeon E5-2680v3 (12core @ 2.5GHz with minimum 30 MB LLC) or better (in terms of core count per CPU, LLC and frequency in Haswell family only).
· Each node should be configured with 128 GB (8 x 16GB) memory module ECC DDR4 RDIMMS (2133 MHz or better).

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA
Bidder qualifying criteria:
Only those bidders fulfilling the following criteria should respond to the tender.
· Only Server OEMs should bid DIRECTLY for this RFP.
· The bidder should have documentary evidence of purchase order (PO) for successful installation  of distributed memory node cluster, with only CPUs, of at least 50TF peak performance, in India in a single order.  Please submit 3 such orders on an average 1 per year for the last  3 years.
· The bidder should have secured more than 5 positions in the top 500 Super Computers list consistently in the past three years (June and Nov. 2012-2014 lists).
· The bidder should have local support in Pune.

· Vendor should be in HPC business for the last 5 yrs in India

Acceptance criteria:
After installation is complete, the bidder will carry out acceptance tests. This consists of
(i) 72-hour burn test and
(ii) Running HPL and demonstrate the performance with 5 % deviation of the results submitted against the RFP.

Technical Qualifying Criteria:

· The bidder should carry out below listed benchmark program:

a) HPL  Benchmark on 16 nodes and extrapolate for the solution proposed.

Note:
· Benchmark should be run on E5-v3 Series CPU only with TURBO OFF.

· Benchmark should be run preferably on the proposed CPU. If the same CPU is not available, then vendor can run on some other Haswell CPU with minimum cores as per the proposed solution. Support and installation:The OEM should do the entire factory integration of the cluster and ship it to IUCAA
· During the warranty period, vendor will have to undertake comprehensive maintenance of the entire hardware and its components.

· Quarterly review of HPC cluster health and its report submission.

· Half yearly review of various firmware related to hardware components which are part of HPC solution including third party.

· Once a year upgrading required firmware to maintain stability of various components.

· Upgrading firmware if necessary basis on criticality apart from above schedule.
